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The Purkeys 5th Wheel backup light is an LED that provides easy 

trailer connection conditions in poorly lit areas. The LED lights up 

when the vehicle is in reverse and illuminates the trailer 5th wheel, 

making it easy to see if the kingpin has properly connected. The 

LED stays on for 15 minutes, allowing ample time for the driver to 

assure proper coupling of tractor and trailer.

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OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Step 1: Connect the positive and negative leads from the 5th wheel 

light harness to the truck batteries.

Step 2: Route the harness from 

the truck batteries toward 

the 5th wheel plate. Use the 

supplied zip ties to secure the 

harness.

Step 3: Connect the lead marked “BACK UP SIGNAL” to a circuit 

that is powered when the truck is in reverse. Examples would 

include the back-up lights or back-up alarm circuits.

Step 4: Connect the 3-pin weather pack on the battery harness to 

the mating connector in the light bracket harness.

Once a circuit has been identified, use the provided connectors, 

terminals, and heat shrink to connect the harness. Complete the 

installation by using the supplied zip ties to securely fasten the 

harness.
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Step 5: Temporarily locate the 5th wheel light bracket on the 5th 

wheel assembly so it will illuminate the 5th wheel jaw. Be sure the 

kingpin will not contact the light as the trailer is connected to or 

disconnected from the 5th wheel.

Step 6: Mark and drill a hole that will be used to secure the bracket 

to the cross member using a 5/16” drill bit. Use the supplied 

mounting hardware to secure the light bracket in place.

Step 7: When securing the light bracket harness in place, be sure 

to provide enough free wiring so the 5th wheel can move through 

its entire adjustment without damaging the harness.

Step 8: Test the operation of 

the 5th wheel light by turning 

the key on (engine off) and 

shifting the vehicle into 

reverse. The 5th wheel light 

should illuminate and stay on 

for approximately 15 minutes 

before turning off.

A completed warranty claim form should accompany all parts submitted to Purkeys 
for consideration for repair or replacement under warranty.

Lack of a properly or fully completed 
claim form will result in delay or denial of warranty claim. Claims must be submitted no 
later than 30 days after part is removed.

This warranty does not apply if, in sole judgement of Purkeys, the product has been 
damaged or subjected to accident, faulty repair, improper adjustment, improper 
installation or wiring, neglect, misuse, or alteration or if the product failure is caused 
by defects in peripheral vehicle components or components attached to the Product 
or failure of a part not manufactured by Purkeys.

This warranty shall not apply if any Purkeys product is used for a purpose for which 
it is not designed or is in any way altered without the specific prior written consent of 
Purkeys. ANY Product alleged by a Customer to be defective must be inspected by 
Purkeys as a part of the warranty claims process in order to confirm that the part has 
failed as a result of a defect in material or workmanship.  

Transportation for products and parts submitted to Purkeys for warranty consideration 
must be prepaid by Customer. Repaired or replaced products and or components 
will be returned to Customer pre-paid by Customer or “freight collect” to the address 
provided by Customer in the warranty claim form. No charge will be made for labor or 
material in effecting such repairs.

The Warranty provided by Purkeys hereunder is specifically limited to repair or 
replacement of the Product as Purkeys deems most appropriate in its sole discretion. 
Purkeys neither assumes nor authorizes any other person to assume on its behalf any 
other warranty or liabilities in connection with Purkeys products. The Warranty does 
not apply to fuses or other “consumable” or maintenance items which are or may be a 
part of any Purkeys product.
